Your project presentation should not exceed 3 to 5 minutes. Please keep in mind that you need to be precise about what you want to talk about and what kind of input you are asking from other participants. The longer your presentation is, the less time you'll have to get feedback and input...
What sort of projects can I Brainstorm?

This is not a ‘selling’ session but rather an open discussion where participants inspire each other. It is most suitable for new projects within organisations, new ideas for arts tools, facilities or management, or for developing established projects. Your project can trigger other people’s creativity, while you may at the same time receive precious advice, ideas, contacts... This session is not the most suitable arena for individual artists looking for inspiration. If you wish to present your organisation or project to other meeting participants, or search for partners, why not have a look at the Newsround sessions?
