When arts sectors and artists are straitjacketed into oppressive structures and openly threatened by policies and circumstances, where can our imaginations take us, how can they demand that we be seen and heard – and yet keep us as safe as possible from dire consequences?

In this session, we will encounter case studies from global majority contexts where structures of support for the arts have never reliably existed, and often been instruments of surveillance and control. We will interrogate how, why and where art gets made, and how artists and audiences survive and protect themselves when the very idea of ideas is under attack and visibility attracts grave danger. 

A keynote address will frame presentations from Syria, Rwanda and India that explore how one builds towards futures that do not exist, how support - as well as threats - can come from the most unlikely places and people, and how we must constantly redefine our codes of ethics in order to combat and respond to ever-shifting circumstances.

From there, the presenters will facilitate participatory group discussions where you can collectively develop evolving thoughts, provocations and offers for alternative ways of functioning and collaborating to nurture and protect arts ecosystems locally and globally.

Whatever shape your leadership takes - whether you hold a formal role or want to lead through your practice, networks or community - this session is for you.

Through guided exercises, presentation and discussion and real-world examples, we’ll explore how the climate crisis is also a cultural crisis, and what climate justice leadership can look like in practice. You’ll leave with a clearer sense of your own agency, frameworks for thinking about culture and climate as interconnected systems, and approaches for taking meaningful, justice-centered action.

This session draws on Julie’s Bicycle’s Creative Climate Changemakers programme, a global initiative running for almost ten years that equips artists and cultural professionals with the tools, networks and confidence to lead practical, justice‑centred climate action.

Trial Against Humanity, an interactive installation-performance utilising AI, is the starting point for this presentation and discussion about how artistic practice shapes cross-sector collaboration, knowledge exchange and institutional development.

The production was designed as a research-driven process, where dramaturgical development, technological prototyping and interdisciplinary input were conducted in parallel, bringing together theatre makers with AI engineers from NetNordic, creative media and game technologies students, and a resource group of philosophers, biologists, doctors and lawyers. Using this case study, we open up how theatre evolves through partnerships across sectors, and how creative processes are enriched when they are ‘disrupted’ by perspectives from outside the cultural field.

Beyond the production itself, we explore what changes when these ways of working become part of how cultural organisations operate, and how collaboration with industry partners and wider communities can reshape how we finance and sustain our work, from audience development and sponsorship to the unexpected opportunities that emerge when artistic practice meets other fields on equal terms.

We invite you to explore with us a central thread: how cultural practice responds to a changing world - new technologies, perspectives and ways of working - while staying rooted in artistic practice.

Non-places is a storytelling walk through the cityspace. You will hear true stories centred around the meanings that different liminal and transient places hold for people. You will also have a chance to reflect through short creative writing tasks. The name of the project refers to a term coined by the French anthropologist Marc Augé who sees non-places as spaces where human beings remain anonymous, and that do not hold enough significance to be regarded as “places”.

The walk is based on a longer multidisciplinary project, by Jonna Pulkkinen and Martu Väisänen, including communal art, audioessays, and a still-in-progress novel and photo exhibition The project explores the network of social exclusion found in a mid-sized, northern Finnish coastal city - Oulu. The idea behind the project is to give space for those who are marginalised in various ways, such as people experiencing homelessness, substance abuse issues or mental health struggles. The work is based on long-term collaboration with individual participants and members of the community; their trust, privacy and secret places are respected during the walk.

As political pressure grows and funding landscapes become increasingly precarious, cross-border collaboration in the performing arts is facing new constraints. This session will explore current trends in EU cultural policy - including Culture Compass, AgoraEU and Global Europe - alongside developments at national and local levels. We will draw on two recent reports by the Performing Arts Coalition (PAC) on cultural rights and artistic freedom and on funding for cross-border cultural collaboration, both based on surveys conducted across PAC member organisations in 2026.

Following a short input on cultural policy trends and Q&A, participants will join table discussions to examine three interconnected trends shaping the sector: the shrinking value of arts in political agendas, funding cuts and growing political pressure. Together, we will reflect on what this means for us - from instrumentalisation to blatant censorship and competition for short-term grants. Most importantly we will collectively search for the most effective strategies for the performing arts sector to overcome these trends. 

This session is for everyone concerned about the current policy context and the state of funding ecosystems. We want to explore the key concerns together, but above all to develop collective strategies to address them. Non-places is a storytelling walk through the cityspace. You will hear true stories centred around the meanings that different liminal and transient places hold for people. You will also have a chance to reflect through short creative writing tasks. The name of the project refers to a term coined by the French anthropologist Marc Augé who sees non-places as spaces where human beings remain anonymous, and that do not hold enough significance to be regarded as “places”.

The walk is based on a longer multidisciplinary project, by Jonna Pulkkinen and Martu Väisänen, including communal art, audioessays, and a still-in-progress novel and photo exhibition The project explores the network of social exclusion found in a mid-sized, northern Finnish coastal city - Oulu. The idea behind the project is to give space for those who are marginalised in various ways, such as people experiencing homelessness, substance abuse issues or mental health struggles. The work is based on long-term collaboration with individual participants and members of the community; their trust, privacy and secret places are respected during the walk.

In this participatory workshop, we will explore what it means to make and sustain cultural work in the age of machines. As digital technologies and AI become embedded in artistic practice, they are changing not only how work is produced, but also how value is created, shared and managed over time.

Rather than focusing on tools alone, the session will examine how artists and organisations are rethinking financial resilience and support in digital contexts. Participants will engage with four interconnected themes: value beyond the live performance; artists as micro-enterprises and new digital business models; the role of AI in creative production; and the ecosystems and partnerships that support cultural work.

Drawing on international case studies, we will explore how organisations are navigating these shifts through immersive and hybrid formats, new funding approaches, and collaborations with universities, technology partners and beyond.

Through interactive group work participants will reflect on their own practice and map how value is created, how it reaches audiences and how it is maintained. The session will offer practical ways of thinking about financial sustainability beyond funding alone, and how digital tools, including AI, can support creative and organisational capacity.

This session is for performing arts professionals who want to look at shifts in cultural funding, without needing to be fluent in financial language. 

Public funding and grants are often considered the backbone of cultural work, but a new generation of financial tools is beginning to appear alongside them, from recoverable grants and revenue-based finance to equity-style instruments. Most cultural practitioners have had little reason or opportunity to engage with these models, which is precisely why they are worth exploring together.

Rather than promoting any single model, we will examine what these mechanisms actually do, who they serve, and how their design shapes what kinds of artistic work become possible. We will look critically at how ‘impact’ and 'value’ get defined and negotiated in cultural financing by funders, intermediaries and practitioners themselves, and what is at stake in those definitions.

Through real cultural examples and interactive exercises, you will move between practitioner and funder perspectives to build a shared language around value, financing and cultural work. You will leave with a clearer map of the funding spectrum, sharper questions to bring to the table, and practical ways to engage with financial tools more confidently and critically in your own context.

This participatory workshop asks how archives can be activated as sites of collective imagination and action in times of crisis and injustice, fostering communities that act together beyond institutional structures and individual research.

Working with a living album of Palestinian cultural materials from the 1960s-1990s that artist facilitator Riham Isaac has been researching and assembling since 2024 - including posters, revolutionary poetry and songs, paintings, protest materials, and performance scores addressing land, liberation, and anti-colonial struggle - participants will engage with a range of hands-on tasks proposed through the archive itself. Participants may respond through writing, movement, improvisation, voice or shared reflection. 

Together, we will explore how the archive is not a repository of the past, but something activated in the present through use, encounter and embodied response, where cultural artefacts can shift from observation to action, and contested materials become sites of reimagining and protest.  

Participants should expect conversations about cultural resistance, anti-colonial struggle and collective action as part of the ongoing Palestinian struggle for liberation.

No prior experience with embodied practice is needed, only curiosity about collective action and a willingness to engage imaginatively.
